The gospel of Matthew closes with this 
gripping and justly renowned narrative:  

Matt 28:16     Then the eleven disciples 
went to Galilee, to the mountain where 
Jesus had told them to go.   17 When they 
saw him, they worshiped him; but some 
doubted.  18 Then Jesus came to them and 

has been given to me. 19 Therefore go and 
make disciples of all  nations, baptizing 
them in the name of the Father and of the 
Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching 
them to obey everything I have 
commanded you. And surely I am with you 

 

The disciples of the Lord Jesus saw him 
raised, the victor over death, and because 
this is no fairytale but a real story of real 
people, some doubted. Death was not 
defeated in their world any more than it is 
ours. Yet here was the one who had died, 
whose body they had laid in the tomb, 
whose blood had stained their robes 
whose cooling limbs they had bound in 
place - here he is, yet manifestly no longer 
dead, not merely recovered, but glorious.  

Jesus' explanation is not merely 
explanation, but a Great Commission:  

 

Power does not reside in the emperors, in 
the wind and the rain, in the economy, and 
certainly not in the terrors and diseases 
which stalk fragile humanity through this 
dark valley of life.  All authority, power and 
might flow from one throne only, the 
throne of King Jesus, and that power is at 
work for us.  He will never abandon his 
people.  Never. 

And so we find ourselves able to fall into 
his tender care, to depend upon him, to 
cast ourselves and all our hopes and 
dreams at his feet.  

Friends, let us pray ceaselessly, for our 
King is mighty.

Because the Lord Jesus' kingdom is 
breaking into the world now, casting off 
the bonds of fear, death and sin, and 
bringing hope, life and purpose - let us go 
and tell the good news!
